Pros And Cons of Leasing Vs. Purchasing Communication Equipment Through

	1. Equipment options
	Equipment is available through the Centralized Equipment Pool (CEP).  CEP is a recycling program meaning that the equipment you receive may be used or refurbished.  Not all ADP approved equipment is available through CEP.  See Page 2 of the ADP Claim form list of devices that can be leased.
	Equipment is available through an ADP-approved vendor.  Hotel Dieu Shaver is an ADP-approved vendor.  All equipment is new.  See Page 2 of the ADP Claim form list of devices that can be purchased.

	2. Cost of equipment
	Client pays an annual leasing fee up to a maximum of $1000, plus a $25 fee for the initial lease and each time an item over $500 is added to the lease. After leasing for 5 years, the equipment belongs to the client. Client is always responsible for HST.
	ADP pays 75% up to their maximum amount for that type of equipment; client pays the remainder. For clients receiving ODSP benefits, ADP pays 100% up to their maximum; client pays the remainder, if any. Client is always responsible for HST.

	3. Equipment repair
	Client is responsible for dropping off and picking up equipment at HDS (or paying for it to be sent by courier). HDS arranges for the repair and there is no additional cost to client. HDS obtains replacement equipment for client, usually within one week.
	Client is responsible for arranging and paying for all repairs. We recommend purchasing extended warranties, when available.  If equipment is unable to be repaired and needs to be replaced, contact HDS for options.

	4. Technical support 
	HDS assists with trouble-shooting and can sometimes do minor repairs at HDS.
	HDS can assist with trouble-shooting but can do minor repairs.

	5. Service delivery
	HDS provides training on purchased equipment to ensure it has met client’s needs. HDS checks in annually to ensure leased equipment continues to meet client’s needs. 
	HDS provides training on purchased equipment to ensure it has met client’s needs. Client contacts HDS if further training is needed.

	6. Changing needs and abilities
	Equipment can be changed, upgraded, or added to the lease at any time, if client’s functional communication needs/abilities have changed and HDS therapist recommends a change in equipment.
	ADP funding for new or upgraded equipment is only available after the replacement period has elapsed, and then only if recommended by HDS therapist because of a change in client’s functional communication needs/abilities. The replacement period for speech generating devices and writing aids is 5 years. 

	7. Other
	Equipment is insured against theft or loss as long as it is in Ontario.
	Client is fully responsible for insuring equipment through home content insurance or paying for new equipment in case of theft or loss.
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
